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Fear may not be the first thing we think of when we think about the birth of Jesus Christ.  Often, at 
this time of year, we rightly focus our hearts on the innocent baby, wrapped in swaddling clothes, 
and lying in a manger.  What could there possibly be to fear about a baby?  And yet, a closer look at 
the events leading up to and surrounding the birth of Jesus indicate that fear was a very present and 
pervasive response in multiple contexts.  Each time that the Lord made His presence known, the ini-
tial human response was fear.  

When the angel Gabriel visited Zechariah to foretell the miracle of the birth of John the Baptist, 
Zechariah “was troubled when he saw him, and fear fell upon him.”  

When Gabriel visited Mary, “She was greatly troubled…and the angel said to her, ‘Do not be 
afraid.’”   

When an angel of the Lord appeared to the shepherds who were keeping watch over their flocks to 
bring them the good news, their first response was fear.  “And an angel of the Lord appeared to 
them, and the glory of the Lord shone around them, and they were filled with great fear.”  

You see, when God shows Himself to humans, the automatic reaction is always fear.  God’s  
holiness, majesty, all-consuming power, even when only mirrored through one of His messengers, 
like an angel, cause men to fall on their faces in terror!  He is so unlike us in His righteousness,  
contrasting our sinfulness, that we can do nothing other than what John did in Revelation, fall on his 
face as though dead.  

But… 

We must keep reading…   

Though fear is our initial reaction to God, the message of God to us through His Son is fear not!   

The very next line in Revelation has Jesus himself lay His hand on John’s shoulder and say, “Fear 
not, I am the first and the last, and the living one.  I died, and behold I am alive forevermore, and I 
have the keys of Death and Hades.”  You see, that innocent little baby was none other than the Son 
of the Most High God.  Setting aside His deity, He took on our lowly form with an unwavering,  
laser-like focus on redeeming for Himself a people.  The arrival plan was a manger, but the ultimate  
destination was a cross, followed by an empty tomb.  So what changes?  Well, now as we believe, by 
faith alone, the fear of the wrath of God dissolves away, absorbed by the God-man, Christ Jesus, so 
that when we encounter God now, it is no longer as an intimidating judge in the sky, but as a loving 
Savior and Father within our own hearts.   

This is indeed good news of great joy!
